BACKGROUND

1.1
The Charlestown and Lower Kersal New Deal for Communities Partnership (NDC) wants to enhance the image and appearance of its area by improving poor quality public places and the physical environment.

1.2 In recognition of this issue, the NDC appointed Salford City Council’s Landscape Design Group in January 2004 to prepare a Public Realm Strategy and Handbook, focussing on the Broughton Road and Cromwell Road corridor, including the Pendleton church area and Cromwell roundabout.

1.3 The Cabinet report for NDC Broughton and Cromwell road street scene improvements, phase 2 (12th July) introduces the scheme

1.4 Support for the public realm strategy is underpinned by a consultation process, which included workshops, a drop in evening and a questionnaire in the NDC newsletter.

Project Description

2.1 The purpose of the project is to improve the appearance and image of one of the main transport corridors and gateways into the NDC area and to provide the local community with opportunities for meaningful creative involvement in the development of public art in the area. In summary the project will:

· Develop and install public art works on two sites along the corridor. The junction of Lissadel Street and Cromwell Road and a site south east of St Thomas’s Church on Broughton Rd.

· Engage local residents in the development process.

· Provide people with new creative skills.

Locations of the scheme are shown on drawings O10397/B07, B08, B09.

Permission from the landowners (SCC Housing and Planning and Highways is being sought and the resources for long term maintenance of the artwork will be identified and secured prior to its installation.

3.0 Programme Costs

3.1 The total cost of the commission is £75,000 over a two year period. This is broken down as follows:

4.1 Using SCC Arts Development Services, Public Art Commissioning process the following artists were invited to interview on 20th April.

4.2 The interview panel consisted of Tony Mullin (consultant) and Julie Wickington (Principal Planner) from New Deal For Communities, Gaynor Seville (Principal Officer Arts Development, Arts Development Services) and Mrs Carol Woodward (NDC, Physical Environment Task Group Member).

4.3 Following interview the panel awarded the commission to Liam Curtin and Michael Trainor. The panel based their decision on the following:

· Experience of producing art for the public realm

· The quality of their previous commissions

· Commitment to involving local residents throughout the process.

5.0 Financial Implications

5.1 Based on a Public Art brief, the total cost of the art commission is £75,000
