PURPOSE OF THE REPORT
1.1 To report on the sketch scheme for Littleton Rd - Matlock Cross Environmental Improvements.

2.0
BACKGROUND

2.1 Littleton Road Estate – Matlock Cross consists of houses constructed circa 1930.  Estate roads are very narrow causing circulation difficulties and there is limited in-curtilage parking.  This creates congestion caused by vehicles parking on very narrow estate roads that were not designed to accommodate present day volume of traffic. Also, on-street parking leaves vehicles vulnerable to crime and vandalism.  Boundary treatments are also in need of improvement. 

2.2 Detailed consultations have been undertaken with each private owner and New Prospect Housing tenant resulting in the sketch scheme. The proposals have been favourably received.

2.3 Charlestown and Lower Kersal New Deal For Communities partnership approved the scheme and costings at its Appraisal Panel meeting of July 2005.  

3.0 PROJECT DESCRIPTION

3.1
The proposed scheme will involve some road widening in negotiation with landowners to provide an acceptable standard of vehicular access within narrow cul-de-sacs. In-curtilage parking and new fencing and gates will be provided.  Dropped kerbs will be constructed for existing and proposed parking places.  Full details are shown on drawing No L1536 L C11 Rev C

3.2
The standard sketch scheme consultation has been undertaken with all directorates of the City Council and external public agencies whose land is affected. 

3.3
An application has been made for full planning permission following detailed consultation with owners and NPHL tenants. 

3.4
The estimated cost of the works, including fees, is £600,000

3.5
Procurement for the implementation of the scheme will be with one of Salford City Council's landscape partner contractors.
