	SOURCE OF FUNDING:  The further work, to the value of £125,000, will be financed from the Central Salford URC 2005/6 budget which is made up of contributions from Salford City Council, the NWDA and English Partnerships.



	LEGAL ADVICE OBTAINED:  Advice has been obtained from the Head of Law and Administration.  The original contract with the consortia, approved by Lead Member on 15th November 2004, was to the value of £250,000.  Advice has indicated that the OJEU Services and Works Directives allow for additional services to be secured from the service provider who supplied the original services without publication of a further contract notice if the additional services cannot be technically or economically separated from the main contract without great inconvenience for the contracting authority and if the value of the contract awarded for the additional services does not exceed 50% of the amount of the main contract.   The Head of Law and Administration is content that the clauses within the EU Directives apply in this instance and that in line with Part 4 Section 7 SCC Contractual Standing order 18.3, further services can be procured from the consortia by negotiation and represent value for money and best value for the City Council.

DETAILS:

An International Competition resulted in the appointment in November 2004 of a consortia to undertake the development of the Vision and Regeneration Framework for Central Salford on behalf of the City Council and the Central Salford Shadow URC Board.  The Shadow Board was not and is still not formally constituted and therefore not in a position to let a tender of this order and is reliant on the City Council to undertake this role. 

Between November 2004 and the present, the Consortia have worked with the URC, the City Council and a range of agency and community stakeholders to develop a draft Vision and Regeneration Framework for Central Salford which will be published for consultation in late June/ early July.  A programme of engagement around the draft has been planned and will be undertaken up to September 2005 when it is hoped the Vision and Regeneration Framework will be finalised.

The draft Framework identifies several immediate priority areas for development.  They include:

· A6 diversion 

· The Chapel Street /Crescent Corridor – concept designs

· Design guidelines 
· Planning document drafts 
Further feasibility/development work is required to develop specific proposals and to test the feasibility of key ideas within the Vision.  The current Consortia are embedded within this process and have acquired significant technical knowledge and made the necessary contacts with key stakeholders which makes it essential, in the view of the URC and the City Council, that they continue to be involved and further test and develop their ideas.  The areas of work that the additional contract will relate to are intrinsically linked to the work undertaken by the Consortia under the initial contract and follow on logically from them. 

For the reasons above and in line with OJEU Directives and SCC contractual standing orders, it is proposed to form a contract with the Consortia for additional services relating to further feasibility/development work.
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
