	High Frequency Bus Service connecting MediaCityUK, Salford Shopping City and Salford Crescent station – Legal Agreement


RECOMMENDATION:

1. Authorises the Deputy Chief Executive, or his nominated representative, to sign a legal agreement between the City Council and GMPTE and between the City Council and the University of Salford as previously outlined in the report approved in principle by the Leader on the 14th February 2011.  

EXECUTIVE SUMMARY:


Following the previous report to the Leader on the 14th February agreements have now been made by both the GMPTE and The University of Salford confirming their financial commitments to the bus service in line with those expressed in the previous report.  

As a result a legal agreement has now been drafted between the City Council and Greater Manchester Passenger Transport Executive and a separate side agreement has been drafted between the City Council and the University to formalise their commitments.
