	Foundation Status Application - a presentation by David Dalton, Chief Exec. Salford Royal Hospitals Trust
	David delivered a presentation to support the public consultation document, which had already been circulated to Members. The presentation clearly outlined the benefits which would be realised should the Trust be granted foundation status. The Trust would then be more likely to be able to provide services people want through increasing capacity, economies of scale, an increased ability to safeguard and develop specialisms, the enhanced access to investment funds, the increased certainty of legal contracts and importantly through integrating and engagement of partners and the public.

There is a concern that as a result of recent changes restricting the amount of money a foundation trust can borrow linked to PFI’s, this may leave the trust with a significant sum of money to find from elsewhere David will consult if required with Russell to discuss a way in which the Committee can support a process to appeal against these changes.

Members discussed various aspects of the application including the affect of the introduction of payment by results, the impact of LIFT on the foundation trust, the make up of the Public Benefit Corporation and the board of governors. David also outlined improvements to the services offered locally that were happening already and were benefiting the people of Salford.

The committee fully support the application and asked that a response to the consultation be drafted to that effect.

	Standard for Better Health / Annual Health Check – presented by Mike Burrows
	Mike provided the background to the changes taking place to the way that the performance of the NHS Trusts is assessed and reported. Attached to the report are this committees agreed responses to the Draft Standards for Better Health Declaration from the three Trusts; Salford Royal Hospitals Trust, Salford Primary Care Trust and Bolton Salford and Trafford Mental Health. The committee will have the opportunity to comment on the declarations at the year end in April 2006 and work is continuing on joint arrangement between the Scrutiny Committees of Salford Bolton and Trafford to enable a coordinated, joint response for the mental health trust. The Committee are content that each trust appears to be working well and serving the people of Salford effectively.
	
	

	Salford Community Leisure (SCL) Update – presented by Councillor Warner and Steve Hassall, Chief Exec SCL
	This report outlined the performance and financial statement of SCL. Though still a young organisation with a lot of development still to do, it has achieved a great deal in a short time Its partnership with the city council has worked particularly well. A press release acknowledging the achievements was prepared but was not published.

The new performance information system provides management with vital information to enable them to target initiatives and measure success. Steve will share the detailed breakdown of users with members.

Members raised an issue around access to the Lowry when the Triathlon was on this will be feedback to the event subgroup.

Cleaning standards were mentioned as a cause for concern.It is an issue management are looking into and the possibility of reintroducing contract cleaners under certain conditions. The outcome of this will be reported back to this committee.

Steps have been taken to address the problems around the use of centres by schools; SCL are looking at increasing use by families although this is limited often by the size of centres. DDA compliance work is in hand, and swimming initiatives have been launched to increase the level of use of pools and improve the ability of users.

There are a number of relocations of user groups to be resolved one of which will leave a council owned building vacant in North Salford. Members wanted to check that this was being planned for by the property section.

Steve will inform Members of the date Worsley pool will close for the planned capital improvements when confirmed, and the dates of the subsequent closures of other centres which will follow.

Steve will return in February and will focus on arrangements for Swimming and update the developments around cleaning.
