	Service redesign of Older People’s mental health services.

	Members received a detailed report on the proposed actions in respect of older people’s community mental health services.
The proposals planned to provide an integrated and co-ordinated range of services, with one point of access, which would allow people to receive services from home or in their community wherever possible. 
The consultation which had been conducted had also highlighted additional areas such as 24/7 services and a greater variety of respite care.

Members gave their approval for the joint agencies to take forward the workstreams outlined in the report presented.
Lyn Jones gave a verbal update on progress in implementing changes to the inpatient services. There had been a marked decrease in bed occupancy as a result of a more efficient approach in supporting the patient and some ward refurbishments had taken place.
