	Water Fluoridation
	Guy explained that as Project Manager he represents the 14 PCT’s for the consultation exercise.

Guy circulated copies of his presentation from today’s meeting, which provided a brief update on water fluoridation and an overview of the views on the anti-fluoride lobby.

The timescale for commencing the consultation is the end of 2006/early 2007.

Other methods of encouraging young people to increase their intake of fluoridation have been trialled and have not been successful.

It is a decision to be made throughout the Greater Manchester conurbation and is not a decision solely for Salford. The Government have explicitly requested only evidence-based representations will be considered, therefore petitions will not.

Each PCT will appoint a lead Director who will liaise with Guy and agree an education programme to consult with local communities.

Councillor Sheehy raised concerns against water fluoridation and requested the committee consider all facts prior to making a decision.

Agreed:

· This Scrutiny Committee will consider all the facts for and against water fluoridation and will then make an informed evidence based decision. 

· Scrutiny Support to identify a national pressure group and invite one of their representatives to a future meeting. Guy offered his services for any future considerations.

· The Scrutiny Committee to work with the appointed Director of the PCT with regards to water fluoridation.
