1. Description of the matter in respect of which the decision is to be made


To enter into a three-year contract of services to deliver an Integrated City-wide Handyperson Service within Salford. The Service will target the more vulnerable members of the community to enable them to live safely, securely and independently in their own homes. The Service will utilise the ‘Salford Direct’ Customer Management Service, and will provide a centralised management and administrative structure, be delivered by businesses based within the communities, in order to deliver economies of scale and to ensure a consistency of service delivery across the City. The contract will be operative between April 2005 and March 2008, and will go out to open tender in December 2004.

The Salford Handyperson Service proposal has been developed as a joint-commission between Salford Primary Care Trust, New Deal for Communities, the Community and Social Services Directorate, and the Housing and Regeneration Departments within the City Council. These agencies are in effect the Commissioning Partners and have been instrumental in the development of the Service proposal.

In 2001 the Partner agencies commissioned a feasibility study into a proposed Salford Handyperson Service. This consulted widely and recommended that the City proceed in the manner now proposed.
