APPOINTMENT OF MONITORING OFFICER AND SECTION 151 OFFICER

2.1
By statute it is not possible to combine the roles of Monitoring Officer and Section 151 Officer (the Chief Finance Officer).


2.2
The Section 151 Officer must be a qualified accountant but the Monitoring Officer does not require a specific professional qualification.


2.3
It is proposed, therefore, on an interim basis to appoint:-



Alan Westwood as the Monitoring Officer (currently Section 151 Officer), and 



John Spink as Section 151 Officer.

These positions will be reviewed on the appointment of a City Solicitor.
