There has been a significant increase in the electorate in Walkden North, Kersal, Ordsall, and Langworthy Wards, together with a significant decrease in the Irwell Riverside Ward.

Reasons for the changes in electorate in the above wards are as follows:

1.1
Walkden North Ward

The electorate has increased by 362. The majority of the increase is in polling districts KB (+77) and KC (+216). This can be attributed to new build within the area.

In KB a new elderly persons home has been built, Pemberton Fold, Pemberton Street, Little Hulton, which is occupied by 41 residents.

In KC two new streets have been built, Charlton Fold (14 new houses), and Everside Close (48 new houses).

1.2
Kersal Ward

The electorate has increased by 297. The majority of the increase is in polling district NA (+131), NC (+123) and ND (+12). This can be attributed to new build within the area.

In NC a new block of flats has been built - Lever Court, Moor Lane which consists of 32 flats.

In ND 14 new apartments have been built - Park Croft, Bury Old Road.

The remaining increase is in polling district NA which can only be attributed to people moving into the area and registering, as there is no obvious identifiable reason for the increase.

1.3
Ordsall Ward

The electorate has increased by 646. The majority of the increase is in polling district PC (+135), PE (+143) and PF (+170). This can be attributed to all the new build within the area.

In PC there has been a significant amount of new properties built within the last 12 months these include:

Adamson House, Elmira Way (42 new apartments)

Walker House, Elmira Way (56 new apartments)

Quay 5, Ordsall Lane (231 new apartments)

XQ7, Taylorson Street (262 new apartments)

However not all of the above apartments are currently occupied.

In PE a new block of apartments has been built - City Lofts, 94 The Quays, which consists of 204 apartments.

In PF there has been a significant amount of new properties built within the last 12 months these include:

Abito, 85 Greengate, where 256 new apartments have been built and

Spectrum located on Blackfriars Road, where 340 new apartments have been built.

1.4
Langworthy Ward

The electorate has increased by 453. The majority of the increase is in 

QA (+24) and QH (+190). This can be attributed to new build within the area.

In QA 60 new houses have been built on Laburnham Street, Chimney Pot Park, though not all are occupied as yet.

The remaining increase is in polling district QH (+190) which can only be attributed to people moving into the area and registering, as there is no obvious identifiable reason for the increase.

The remaining increase is equally apportioned between the other polling districts, where new flats have been built.

1.5
Irwell Riverside

The electorate has decreased by 289. The majority of the decrease is within RA (-260) polling district. This can be attributed to the demolition of a student block at Castle Irwell Student Village (275 rooms).
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
