The Council meets at 2.00 p.m., on the third Wednesday of each month, in the Council Chamber at the Salford Civic Centre, Chorley Road, Swinton.  If necessary, the Council may also have an additional meeting on the first Wednesday of the month.

4. Questions must be notified, in writing, to the Deputy Director of Customer and Support Services by 4.00 p.m., on the day (usually a Friday) which is 12 days before the Council meeting, or correspondingly earlier if any of the 12 days are bank holidays.
