	DETAILS:


Pursuant to section 9(5.1) of Part 4 of the Council Constitution, the Leader of the Council has agreed that the decision to submit the Strategic Business Case for BSF is both reasonable in all the circumstances and shall be treated as a matter or urgency.  Therefore, the decision is not subject to call-in.

The reason for urgency was to comply with a timescale to ensure that the Council’s proposals in respect of the matter were submitted prior to the deadline set by Partnerships for Schools, the fundholder for the programme.

Failure to meet the deadline would result in the Council losing an opportunity to procure £110M of funds to improve school buildings.

The Council Constitution requires this matter to be reported to the next available meeting of the Council.
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
