SYSTEMS INTEGRATOR.

The City Mayor gave consideration of a report of the Chief Executive, 

with regarding the awarding of the contract for systems integrator in 

respect of the Media Enterprise Centre. The report stated that the 

purpose of awarding the contract was to support the delivery of the 
Media Enterprise Centre, specialist technical equipment and 
professional services need to be purchased, in the form of a Systems 
Integrator. 
The report also gave details of the process undertaken in awarding the Contract and details of how the Council had met OJEU contractual compliance. 
It was indicated that the total cost of this work is £818,935 and 

therefore, to ensure the project can proceed according to project timescales and to meet the requirements of the business plan, the Mayor is recommended to approve the appointment of AVC Electronics as Systems Integrator for the MEC project.
