· Ken Horton explained the recent problems that had occurred with Outlook

· APPROVAL to the transfer of L.S.Lowry copyright from the City Council to The Lowry Trust on licence

· Funding arrangements for New Magistrates Court – Alan Westwood reported on alternative proposals for funding the New Magistrates Court based on :-

· Current cash limits

· Population

· Council Tax Base (Band D equivalents)

· Weighted case load

       That the proposal for funding to be based on population be supported

· Roger Bell and Ernest Achtell reported on a request from traders in the Seedley and Langworthy regeneration area for financial assistance to enable them to continue operating at least until the regeneration process began in earnest.

· Current legislation does not allow the Council any discretion in giving rate relief – except in cases of hardship or for charities

· Possible funding through SRB or a budget to support businesses in regeneration areas 

· Alan Westwood and John Spink to discuss the matter with Charles Green and to be raised with Hilary Armstrong when she visits the City.

· Roger Bell to do an A4 briefing note that can be handed out to traders informing them of the new proposals that are in the pipeline for rate relief

· AGREE to accept the offer of the receiver of 20p in the £  on the debt of Swinton and Pendlebury Labour Club which amounts to £25K

· Irlam and Cadishead Labour Club currently owe between £8K and £9K

· Meeting with Stuart Turner from Oracle arranged for 21st November

· What will be the situation in Salford as a result of Global Warming ?

· PERMIS Project – briefing note on a joint Pan – European project funded by the EC and involving Bologna (Italy), Barcelona (Spain) and Salford – noted Ken to arrange for a press release to be issued

· Invite Hilary Armstrong to officially open the Customer Contact Centre

· Geographical Information Systems (GIS) – note on how GIS can be used to help support the decision making process 

· Resourcing of  City Learning Centres (CLC’s) outline proposals for on-site customer support role – APPROVED  creation of four temporary posts of Customer Support Officer until March 2004 on Scale 3/6 to be outstationed with the CLC’s . Final arrangements will be subject to the approval of the CLC Manager

· Post Office Counters the Co-operative Bank and cash collection – Martin Vickers presented a proposal to use a total of 87 collection points made up of post office counters and Co-operative outlets plus the Civic Centre instead of the existing 12 area housing offices and the Civic Centre for cash collection. This move would increase the work for the post offices and satisfy a demand from members of the public for more pay points. To be discussed at next weeks meeting with Housing Lead Members.

· One Stop Shops – looking to role out in Swinton, Eccles, Walkden, Salford Precinct, Irlam/Cadishead together with Little Hulton and Broughton – actual locations need to be identified in some instances

· Kiosks need to be vandal proof and preferable located inside other premises – note required for next week from Mike Benjamin

· Report on Budget Consultation Exercise to go to Cabinet on 28th November

· Presentation to Salford Chamber of Commerce on 23rn November, on the Finance Green Paper.
