· LIFT –Eccles – minimal work to Eccles Town Hall, looking to bring the auditorium back into use

· Lead Member for Development Services to be invited to attend on 19th January for update on LIFT

· LGIU membership to be funded from GMEX dividend

· Provision of heating to reception area in Treasury building in hand

· Council Tax Calculation of Tax Base – APPROVAL to the report being submitted to Council and to the request for an amendment to the Scheme of Delegation to allow in future for the Tax Base to be approved by the Lead Member for Corporate Services

· Proposals for capital expenditure – following proposals APPROVED

· Diversion of surface water drainage pipeline at Kingsley Road / Granville Street Walkden £15k (exception to Standing Orders)

· Refurbishment of Lumns Lane Civic Amenity Site £63,497 (noted only as the site is owned by the Waste Disposal Authority)

· Replacement windows – Swinton High School £54,929

· Re-roofing of Craig Hall Irlam £84,560.50

· Replacement windows Clarendon Road School, Eccles £30,014

· Refurbishment of Eccles Old Road Underpass, Pendleton £210k

· Refurbishment of Winton Library £270k

· 2004/05 Revenue Budget

· Still the need for clarification from Education on their “wish list”

· In view of the anticipated level of reserves it may be possible to allow Directorates to carry forward any underspend

· 2004/05 Capital Programme

· Need to establish principles under the new Prudential Code

· Only borrow in excess of Government limits in prescribed circumstances

· Resources of £107.160m expected (60% of which is still to be confirmed)
