· G. Topping reported that in relation to the outstanding debt from High Schools even though a large amount had recently been repaid there was still a considerable amount still outstanding which related mainly to grounds maintenance and the music service.

· Civil Partnerships – A. Eastwood to prepare a consultation report for consideration by COSSIG and Quality and Performance Scrutiny Committee

· Mobile Telephones – APPROVE Project Telecommunications Ltd. In the sum of £439,168 over a two year period commencing 1st June,2002, – A. Eastwood reported that because this was a key decision and did not appear in the forward plan the decision could not be taken until 31st May thus allowing the three days under access to information

· COSSIG – Graham Chinn to progress the Call Centre numbers on the back of Elected Members business cards

· Decision notice re Mayoral Allowance signed by Councillor Antrobus – now requires to be signed by Councillor Hinds

· Alan Westwood reported that:-

· Consideration was again being given to the Waste Disposal levy and if it was not to be based on tonnage then there was the possibility of withdrawing

· Four of the districts in Greater Manchester were to meet to discuss their future involvement with Manchester Airport

· He was looking to re-scheduling the Council’s debt

· The Broadband meeting to be held on 14th June would be told that it was unlikely that the September target would be met – Councillor Antrobus requested that an action plan be produced detailing how the time table  could be met

· Proposals for Capital Expenditure – following proposals APPROVED:-

· Renewal of cladding and window frames at Moorside Primary School - £186,775

· Mechanical services modifications at Swinton High School - £87k

· Extensions and internal alterations at St. Andrews C of E Primary School – £267,890
