The long term future of Mossfield C.P. school was considered at the Lead Member meeting that took place on the 2nd December 2005 

1.2
It was agreed at the meeting that the school should be reduced in size to 1FE, with effect from September 2007. This will involve major refurbishment to the Junior building over a 3 year period.

Phase 2 of the scheme comprises works to the reception, new staff room, hall class 4 and kitchen, including asbestos removal, renewal of electrics, lighting, fire alarm, hot water system, internal decorations and refurbishment of the existing cloak areas and staff toilets.
