Youth Service: Centre Openings at December 2005

Height Youth Centre
· Tuesday and Thursday evenings from 6.45 to 9.15 p.m. for 13 to 19 year olds. 

· Junior night is open fortnightly on Fridays from 5.45. to 7.45 p.m. for 10 to 13 year olds and older young people aged 13 to 19 are working with staff to run this club. 
· It is planned that an accreditation group be set up as an after school session in January one day per week.

North Salford Youth Centre  

· Tuesday and Thursday evenings as a Senior Youth Club from 6.45 to 9.15 p.m. 

· A Junior Club operates on Friday early evening.

The Beacon Youth Centre opened in September and is developing a range of provision and partnership work. 

· It is used Monday, Tuesday, Wednesday and Thursday afternoons each week from 12.45 to 3pm as a ‘Time Out’ session for two groups of young men and two of young women from years 10 and11, attending Albion High School. 

· It is open on Monday evenings for young people attending the Disability project from 7 to 9 for ages 13 to 25 years. 

· It is open Tuesday and Thursday evenings as a member’s session from 7 to 9 for ages 13 to 19yrs.

· On Wednesday evenings the BME group meet 7 to 9 p.m. for ages 13 to 25 years.

· Friday evenings is open as a young women’s’ session from 6 to 8 p.m. for ages 13 to 19yrs. 

· A pilot project is being developed with Connexions on Thursdays from 3 to 5 p.m. as a drop in Information, Advice and Guidance session. This will be open to young people in January, primarily for 16 to 19 yrs. 

· Another pilot, between the Beacon, Albion High School and Sports Development, from 4 to 6 p.m. on Mondays, is a social and recreational session to support after school programmes with years 9/10/11.   The session aims to support relationship building with young people and to encourage them to access other provision.  

· The UPS project operates in the Centre on Wednesday afternoons from 1 to 3 p.m., working with independent living young people primarily for 16 to 19 yrs although the reach includes up to 25yrs

· The Connexions teenage pregnancy worker also runs a young parents group on Wednesday afternoons from 1 to 3 p.m.

· Albion High School is using the Centre each weekday morning to work with targeted young people to encourage them back into schooling.

· YouthBank meets on Wednesdays from 6 to 8 p.m.

· The Teenage Pregnancy Team are running a PAYP funded ’Young Mum’s 2 Be’ nationally accredited course, Monday to Friday between 9am and 1pm, starting 5th December.

· The Salford Children and Young People’s Partnership Board is meeting at various times and ‘Listening to Children and Young People’ hold meetings with the young people representatives at the Beacon.

· The Fatherhood project currently offers a young parents session on Friday afternoons from 1 to 3 p.m. whilst their building base is undergoing refurbishment.

· A School Nurse pilot health drop in on Wednesday afternoons from January to Easter 2006.

· Peer mentoring project with Homeless young people on Tuesday evening from 4 to 6 p.m. with the Salford Peer Mentoring Service.

· A Peer Research project, on drugs and alcohol use in EAST Salford, is being conducted by the NDC Drugs and Alcohol project worker.
