1.0 BACKGROUND
1.1
At the meeting of the Lead Member on 10th April, 2006, approval was given to the proposed programme of Transport Capital Expenditure for 2006/2007.

1.2
Included within the programme is an allocation for the improvement of pedestrian /cycling facilities on the Roe Green Loop Line between Chedworth Crescent and Hilton Lane.

1.3
The scheme is intended to improve the existing stone surfaced pedestrian / cycle facilitates by reconstruction in bituminous materials and improve access to the Loop Line at various locations.

1.4
In accordance with the Re-thinking Construction Framework Agreement the scheme has been allocated to Tarmac Ltd.

2.0 DETAILS
2.1 The scheme comprises:

· Site clearance including cutting back vegetation and removal of damaged timber fencing and hand rails.

· Reconstruction of combined footway/cycle facilities with bituminous materials.

· Improvements and re-furbishing of existing controlled access points to prevent incursion by vehicles and reduce access to motorcycles

·    Provision of a shallow drainage ditch to improve low-lying wet areas.
