DECLARATION OF INTEREST

RECORD OF BRIEFING
The record of the meeting held on 25th September, 2006, was approved as a correct record.

HIGHER BROUGHTON COMMUNITY HUB
Submitted a report containing details of the current position to develop the Higher Broughton Community Hub.


The report highlighted the proposed capital and revenue costs of the proposed scheme.

Members discussed the implications to the future years revenue budgets and steps that were being taken to ensure generated revenue would meet ongoing costs.

It was reported that the establishment of a series of multi-users for the facility would generate the revenue required and also create opportunities for economies of scale in terms of design and fitting costs.

That estimated net revenue costs of £18,300 in 2006/2007, £172,900 in 2007/2008 rising to £600,720 in 2009/2010 be noted and included in the Revenue Budget plans for 2007/2008 onwards as a priority for the reallocation of resources and that upon occupation of the new building Revenue Budgets for each Directorate occupying the building will be adjusted to reflect change responsibilities for running and staffing costs of the integrated Hub building compared with buildings being vacated.

PHYSICAL ACCESS CONTROL POLICY

Submitted a report containing details on proposed Physical Access Control Policy to be adopted by all Directorates to protect information assets from all threats, whether internal, external, deliberate or accidental.
