1.0 BACKGROUND
1.1 At the meetings of the Lead Members for Planning and Customer and Support Services on 24th April 2006 and Lead Member for Housing on 3rd May 2006  approval was given to appoint Laing O’Rourke Northern Ltd to undertake enabling works at Pendleton Lift Centre.

1.2 Laing O’Rourke have now submitted a target cost for the project which is detailed below   

2.0 DETAILS
2.1    The scheme comprises:

· The construction of a 16 space bitmac surfaced car park adjacent to Beech Court for residents

· The construction of a 15 space bitmac surfaced car park adjacent to Hornbeam Court for residents

· The construction of a 17 space bitmac surfaced disabled / drop off car park adjacent to Broadwalk  with access off Loganberry Avenue

· The construction of a red bitmac surfaced vehicular access across Broadwalk linking the disabled car park to the Lift Centre 

· Associated drainage, street furniture, lighting and minor landscaping works

3.0 FINANCIAL IMPLICATIONS AND RECOMMENDATIONS

3.3 The scheme will be funded from the City Council Capital Receipts as part of the LIFT project.

3.4 Since the informal report to Lead Member on 12th June negotiations and a value engineering exercise have been undertaken with Laing O’Rourke and this is the figure now reported.  

4.0 CONCLUSION
4.1 The implementation of the scheme will provide adequate car parking to the residents of Beech &   Hornbeam Courts as part of the required accommodation works for the development and together with the other works will enable the commencement of this landmark project.
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
