1. Approve the expenditure of monies received through the Section 106 Agreements relating to residential development at Atkin Street, Walkden to fund the delivery of improvements to Parr Fold Park, including: 

· Creation of a multi-use games area to existing hard basketball court area. 

· Installation of new skateboarding equipment to existing skate park area.

2. Give authority to implement further local consultation and to seek necessary quotations within the budget allocation of £59,459.


The Reasons:

Parr Fold Park is categorised as a District Park and is therefore required to appeal to a broad spectrum of people across the city with a range of facilities and to encourage travel to the park. Maintaining a District Park standard requires continued capital investment to ensure it is a well equipped and attractive green space. Parr Fold Park would benefit from investment, and the expenditure would be in accordance with the Section 106 Agreement in relation to planning permission 06/53267/FUL.
Assessment of Risk: Low: the proposed improvements adhere to the parameters of the Section 106 Agreement in question and are in line with the five tests set out in ODPM Circular 05/2005.

Developers can seek to legally challenge the city council to claim back Section 106 monies under the following circumstances:

EXECUTIVE SUMMARY:

Parr Fold Park is a District Park in need of investment to improve its facilities. The spending of Section 106 contributions for this purpose falls within the parameters of the agreement and is in line with the five tests set out in Circular 05/2005 (Planning Obligations).

	Parr Fold Park is a large park in the Walkden South ward. It currently has a range of facilities that would benefit from investment in order to encourage use. A residential development located within the catchment area of the park is now complete and through the payment of Section 106 Contributions offers an opportunity to improve facilities at the park. A breakdown of the requirements of the Section 106 Agreement is set out at Annex 1.

	Proposed Improvements 

	
	

	2.1
	The concrete basketball area is under-used as it consists only of two basketball nets with no court markings. It is proposed to create a multi-use games area on this area through the provision of football/hockey goals, new basketball/netball nets and court markings for each type of game. The proposed improvements would increase the play facilities on offer. 



	2.2
	Parr Fold Park currently has a skateboard area which is well used and popular with local children. It is proposed to provide new skateboarding equipment and install associated furniture such as benches and teen shelters that will encourage use. 



	2.3
	It is proposed to undertake extensive consultation regarding the design of the skate park area and multi-use games area. This would include consultation on the type and location of such equipment.

	Justification for the use of Section 106 Monies 

	
	

	3.1
	Parr Fold Park is categorised as a District Park and is therefore required to appeal to broad spectrum of people across the city with a range of facilities that would encourage travel to the park. Maintaining a District Park standard requires continued capital investment to ensure it is a well equipped and attractive green space. 



	3.2
	As Parr Fold Park meets the District Park standard, it currently has a catchment area of 3,200 metres walking from the park. The recently built residential development located on Atkin Street (Ref: 153) is within 500 metres of Parr Fold Park and is also the nearest park to the development. A map of the development in relation to the park is shown at Annex 2.  The provision of a multi-use games area and improved skateboard area would increase the facilities on offer to the residents of the development on Atkin Street and the wider community. 



	3.3
	The Community Committee for Little Hulton and Walkden have identified Parr Fold Park as a local priority. Within their Community Action Plan (CAP), improving the quality and safety of parks and open spaces is viewed as a key component to a sustainable neighbourhood. The CAP highlights that one of its community priorities is for the Parr Fold Park master plan (shown at Annex 3) to be implemented. This identifies the provision of a multi-use games area as a facility that would greatly benefit users of the park.

	The proposed delivery of a multi-use games area and the improvements to the skate board facilities at Parr Fold Park will be funded solely with Section 106 Contributions at an estimated cost of £59,459. 



	4.2
	There are no additional revenue requirements for the proposed works. The management and maintenance of the proposed improvements will funded within the existing revenue budget.

	The Strategic Director for Sustainable Regeneration is requested to approve the expenditure of monies received through the Section 106 Agreement relating to the residential development at Atkin Street, Walkden to fund the provision of a multi-use games area and new skateboard equipment at Parr Fold Park and to authorise the implementation of further local consultation and the seeking of necessary quotations within the budget allocation of £59,459.
