DETAILS:

1. BACKGROUND

The Traffic Management Unit approved on 28th June 2006 that the existing humped crossing near to Brentnall Primary School on Northumberland Street be converted to a humped Zebra crossing. These changes were proposed in response to a number of reports of near miss road traffic accidents between vehicles and children and the School Crossing Patrol. As a result of these reports, site surveys were carried out which confirmed that there is an unacceptable risk at the existing facilities. The conversion of the crossing is proposed to enhance and aid the school crossing facilities and reduce the risk of a road traffic accident at this location.

2. PROPOSAL

      The proposal comprises the following:

· Conversion of the existing humped crossing to a humped Zebra crossing with the provision of additional road markings to increase visual awareness.

· Improved lighting at the crossing.

3. CONSULTATION

Brentnall Primary School were consulted with positive response due to the frequency of near miss traffic accidents.

4 FINANCIAL IMPLICATIONS

A target cost of £7000 for the works has been provided by Urban Vision, and the proposals will be funded from the Block 3 Capital programme.

5. RECOMMENDATION


That approval be given to place an order with Urban Vision (Highway Services) for the conversion of the existing humped crossing to a humped Zebra crossing for the target cost of £7000.
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
