1.0 BACKGROUND
1.1
At the meeting of the Lead Member on 24th April 2006, approval was given to the proposed programme of Transport Capital Expenditure for 2006/2007.

1.2
Included within the programme is an allocation for the resurfacing of a second phase of Cadishead Way Stage 1, the first phase of resurfacing being completed just prior to the opening of Cadishead Way Stage 2 in September 2005.

1.3
The work now under consideration is to the north east of the Irlam Locks where the carriageway has suffered considerable settlement since construction. As a result, the ride quality is poor and the effectiveness of the drainage is reduced. It is proposed to re-profile the carriageway and to carry out improvements to the drainage.

In accordance with the Rethinking Construction partnership agreement, the design of the remedial work has been carried out in conjunction with Tarmac Ltd and a target cost of £279,946.78 has been derived. 

2.0 DETAILS
2.1
The scheme comprises:

· Re-profiling and resurfacing approximately 5900 sq. m of the carriageway of Cadishead Way to the north-east of Irlam locks, a length of 670m.

· Rekerbing and improvements to the highway drainage

· Localised reconstruction of the verge and footway 

2.2 The kerbing, footway and drainage remedial works will be carried out during off-peak hours under traffic signal control. However in order to carry out the surfacing works safely it will be necessary to facilitate the closure of Cadishead Way to west bound vehicles utilising a local diversion along Liverpool Road and Fairhills Road. East bound traffic will continue to use Cadishead Way. Traffic flow will be assisted with the introduction of two sets of temporary traffic lights. One set will be at the junction of Cadishead Way and Fairhills Road and the other will be located on the traffic gyratory near Liverpool Road. This diversion will remain in place for approximately 2 weeks.

2.3 It is expected that the whole scheme will take 9 weeks to complete.

3.0 FINANCIAL IMPLICATIONS AND RECOMMENDATIONS
