DETAILS:

1. BACKGROUND

1.1. The steelwork protective coating to Gerald Road Footbridge has deteriorated and the colours have discoloured and are chalking. 

1.2. Recent inspections have identified that the paintwork has local areas of heavy corrosion, lamination, and poor adhesion. 

1.3. Specialist advice has recommended that the identified cracking to the concrete deck soffit be repaired. Removal of the surfacing material is necessary to undertake the works hence requiring the renewal of the surfacing material following the repair works. The opportunity will be taken to utilise a system that allows the application of an anti-skid system.

1.4. The repainting and concrete repair works are required in order to maintain the structure in good order.  

2. DETAILS

2.1. Gerald Road Footbridge crosses the River Irwell from Charlestown to Higher Broughton.

2.2. The bridge will be encapsulated within plastic sheeting to prevent detritus from contaminating the water system.

2.3. The footbridge surfacing material will be removed to enable concrete repairs to the deck.     

2.4. The bridge is to be repainted using two shades of green that have been applied successfully on a number of highway structure refurbishment schemes in recent years.

2.5. Application of a new surfacing material, with an anti-skid finish will complete the scheme.

2.6. The work is programmed to commence in early October 2006 and will last for three months.
