TITLE : Contract for the supply and delivery of Polyethylene UV Stabilised Wheeled Bins for the period 1 March 2007 to 28 February 2009 inclusive.


RECOMMENDATIONS :

The Lead Member is requested to :-

- approve the award of the contract to Plastic Omnium Urban Systems Limited at an estimated cost of £263,800, assuming that funding is made available during the financial years 2007/8 and 2008/9.

- authorise the Acting Head of Legal Services to prepare the award documents as soon as possible.


EXECUTIVE SUMMARY :

This call-off contract for domestic wheeled bins (fitted with "READ ONLY RFID " chip technology) will potentially provide for 20,000 wheeled bins (240 litre capacity) over the next two years.

Government funding has been secured to cover an initial purchase of 5,000 bins, however this expenditure must take place during the current financial year.

Purchase of the remaining 15,000 bins will be dependent on continued funding for 2007/8 and 2008/9.
