1.0    BACKGROUND
1.1
At the meeting of the Lead Member on 26th March 2007, approval was given to the proposed programme of Transport Capital Expenditure for 2007/2008.

1.2 Included within the programme is an allocation for the improvement of the junction of Liverpool Road and Fairhills Road.

1.3   This scheme is to improve the facilities for pedestrians at the junction by   introducing green man stages on all the four legs of the existing traffic signal controlled junction.

1.4 The Irlam & Cadishead Community Committee have been consulted and   have approved these proposals.

1.5 In addition, it is intended to introduce MOVA (Microprocessor Optimised Vehicle Actuation) which will identify vehicle queue lengths and amend traffic signal timings to improve traffics flows. This will be funded from within the Block 3 Programme.

In accordance with the Re-thinking Construction Framework Agreement the scheme has been allocated to Urban Vision who are experienced in this type of work.

2.0   DETAILS

 2.1
The scheme comprises:

· Taking up existing traffic signal posts, re-locating and the provision of additional green man facilities and MOVA.

· Increasing the size of the traffic island on Fairhills Road.

· Installation of dropped kerbs and tactile paving slabs at the crossing points.

· Associated kerbing, footway re-construction, ducting and drainage works.

· Traffic bollards, high friction surfacing and road markings.

3.0    FINANCIAL IMPLICATIONS AND RECOMMENDATIONS
