DETAILS:

Further to the receipt of a commuted sums of £60,000 via the Section 106 agreement associated with planning ref: 47881& 51472 a balance remains of £60,000 to carry out the proposed enhancement scheme on Public Open Space at the corner of Agecroft Road & Lumns Lane.
The following scheme is subject to planning permission.
This project consists of installing a DDA compliant pedestrian path between the two newly created entrances to the site. The existing entrance is deemed unsafe and is to be fenced of. The entrances will include motorbike prevention barriers but will allowed wheelchair and pushchair access.

A teen shelter will be installed close to the road thereby aiding natural surveillance and two benches will provide the seating requested via consultation.

Improved drainage to the football pitch and new goal posts will be installed. The pitch will be re sited in accordance with the 30 metre rule.

The existing 1.8 metre concrete posts and chain link fencing will be removed and a new weld mesh fencing 1.8 metre high will be installed around three sides of the site.
Full consultation with local residents and groups has been carried out via the Neighbourhood Management Team.
Upon completion the area will be greatly enhanced and will provide an improved facility for the local children.
In accordance with Paragraph 20.1(b) of Section 7, Part 4 of Contractual Standing Orders and Rethinking Construction (the approved method of procuring construction works) the Council by agreement with Urban Vision has received a quotation to a total of £ 45,451.00 from Horticon with regard to the undertaking the majority of the works. The remaining minor works will be undertaken by Operations. 
The maintenance of the area will be achieved using the revenue element of the budget within the existing S106 legal agreement.
