1 Background
1.1 The project is one of several children's centres that were agreed by the City Council as part of the Early Years Review. Funding is from the Sure Start Children’s Centre Capital Programme.

The community of Lower Broughton sits within a 0-30% deprivation area, as defined by National Statistics. The development of a Sure Start Children’s Centre will enable children and families living in this community to access high quality services in line with the Governments and Salford City Council’s Every Child Matters agenda

The former ‘Scout Hut’ on Lower Broughton Road has been identified at the location for the Children’s Centre as it is near to existing and complimentary service providers, it is accessible being central to the community and on good transportation routes.

The Lower Broughton Children’s Centre will provide the ‘core offer’ of children’s centre services by working with partner providers in the community and by developing an integrated children’s centre workforce team.
Salford City Council will work with Urban Vision to deliver the capital project using the existing capital Partnering Arrangements.

2.1
A target price of £301,000 has been agreed with the principal contractor Wardens by Urban Vision and Salford City Council.

The total scheme costs is: £339,699.00 (Sure Start Children’s Centre Capital Grant)
2.3
The City Council will be responsible for the management of the provision of services of the Children’s Centre. An outline business plan has been submitted to Together for Children - TFC (the agent acting on behalf of the Department for Children, School and Families). A detailed business plan will be prepared in 2008 for submission to TFC. Salford Children’s Services will fund the Lower Broughton Children’s Centre the sum of £107,578 from a Sure Start Grant, for the financial year 2007-2008. Funding for 2008-2009 has not yet been finalised. There will be no additional revenue implications for the City Council in 2007-2008.
