Background
1.1
The outline proposals were first reported to Children’s Services Leadership Team on 23rd March, 2006. In accordance with Children’s Services playing field strategy a decision was made to extend the site at Dukesgate Primary School and provide additional playing fields and team game facilities. In accordance with this the details of the proposals were included in a capital strategy joint report from the Strategic Director of Children’s Services and the City Treasurer which was approved by the Lead Members for Children’s Services and Customer and Support Services on the 23rd and 26th November, 2007 respectively.
2.
Details
2.1
A Target Cost has been agreed for the project and the Lead Member for Children’s Services has signed a Record of Decision accepting the Target Cost submitted by Horticon Limited in the sum of £611,515.99 in accordance with Standing Orders.
2.2
The total scheme costs are £724,339.00 and this is funded from Children’s Services Capital Programme in the amount of £724,400.00.

2.3
The school will receive approximately £540 additional funding per annum for the maintenance of the playing field. This funding will be met from within the Dedicated Schools Grant. There may be an impact on the schools budget depending on the services required from grounds maintenance but the majority of schools funding is in the region of the costs for grass cutting. Further additional funding will be available to the school from community use under the Extended Schools Initiative. There will be no additional revenue implications for the City Council.

The construction project is 100% capital programme funded and there are no finance charges. It is not expected that there will be any additional costs to the City Council.
