 SUMMARY 

An agreement was reached in October 2009 for the two funds which are currently managed separately would be brought together and re-branded Early Intervention and Prevention Fund. Whilst developing a new commissioning process it has not been possible to get a process in place which will start contracts under the new arrangements in April 2010. 

Under the new arrangements the Children’s Services Directorate of Salford City Council is seeking to appoint providers to provide high quality interventions with children and young people between the ages of 5-19 (or 21 in relation to young people with Learning Difficulties or Disabilities -LDD ) who are at risk of the following:

· Those at risk of school exclusion

· Those at risk of becoming involved in anti-social behaviour

· Those at risk of crime and offending

· Young people not engaged in education, employment and training (NEET)

· Those at risk of becoming teenage parents

· Those involved in risk taking behaviours around drugs and alcohol

· Those at risk of harm, especially those who are vulnerable or disadvantaged

Contracts under the new arrangements will commence on 1 June 2010. An Open Procedure advertisement was placed on the Chest (the north west’s procurement portal) and the Commissioning Support website on 22 February 2010.  The closing date is 19 March 2010. 

In order to ensure there is no break in provision for children and young people permission is sought to extend existing provider contracts for a period of two months from the end of the current contracts to 31 May 2010 to ensure a level of provision is maintained for young people in the target groups.
