ROE GREEN LOOPLINE CYCLEWAY PHASE 4 - WORSLEY

RECOMMENDATION: That Lead Member for Planning accept the quotation from Tarmac Limited in the sum of £262,447.89 to carry out the improvement of pedestrian footway / cycleway facilities on the Roe Green Loopline at Monton, including authority for the expenditure of £28,072.12 on Urban Vision fees.
EXECUTIVE SUMMARY:
The purpose of this report is to seek authority to accept the quotation from Tarmac Limited, to carry out improvements to the pedestrian  / cycling facilities on the Roe Green Loopline at Worsley, including authority for expenditure on Urban Vision fees.

1.0. BACKGROUND:

1.1. At the meeting of the Lead Member on 15th September 2009, approval was given to the proposed programme of Transport Capital Expenditure for 2009/10.

1.2. Included within the programme is an allocation for the improvement of pedestrian / cycling facilities on the Roe Green Loop line Phase 4 at Worsley.

2.0. DETAILS:

2.1. The scheme is intended to overlay the existing recycled road planing sub-base material that was put down in Phase 3 earlier this year, with additional construction to provide a finished surface.

2.2. The scheme comprises

· site clearance including cutting back vegetation and removal of damaged fencing and handrails.

· overlaying existing prepared surface with recycled foam binder, bitmac surface course, and decorative chippings (to provide a combined 3.0 metre wide pedestrian / cycleway.)

· Improvements and refurbishment of the existing access control points to assist the disabled and to reduce access by motorcycles.

· Provision of a shallow drainage ditch to contain and dissipate surface water run off from the cycleway at Worsley Station.

2.3. The new surfacing will start from a point on the loop line 470 metres from Monton, and will end at the site of the former Worsley Station (800 metres in total length.)

2.4. As part of the Re-thinking Construction Framework Agreement the schemes in the Block 3 Transport Capital Programme are allocated equally between the 3 civil engineering framework partners, based on value. Schemes up to a value of £100K are allocated as of right to Urban Vision Highway Services, schemes above £100K and below £2M are allocated to either Birse CL or Tarmac Ltd based on either the complexity or type of work to be undertaken.

2.5. This scheme has been allocated to Tarmac Limited who have successfully carried out the previous 3 phases and are experienced in this type of work

3.0. FINANCIAL IMPLICATIONS:

3.1. The scheme will be funded from the Block 3 Transport Capital Programme 2009/10.

3.2. The cost summary of the scheme is as follows:

Works   £262,447.89

Fees       £28,072.12

Total     £290,520.01
3.3. A fuller breakdown of the cost of the scheme is shown on the Tender  Approval Pro Forma which is attached to the report.

3.4. The annual cost of routine maintenance (sweeping and litter picking) of these improved facilities has already been provided for in the previous phase.  No additional maintenance costs will therefore be necessary.

4.0. CONCLUSION:

4.1. The scheme will contribute to the improvements already made on previous phases of the loopline cycleway, that runs from Little Hulton to Monton Green.
