1.0 Detail

1.1
The first Outdoor Gym in Salford funded via a combination of S106 and PCT capital funds has recently been installed at Ordsall Park.

The purpose of the green gym is to:-
· improve community health and fitness.

· reduce anti-social behaviour
· improve community morale and feel good factor

· encourage outdoor activity

· increase the usage of public parks.

Feedback received to date indicates that this has been a very successful 
project and a popular facility within the park.
1.2
In September 2009 Lead Member agreed to the construction of a further three Outdoor Gyms to be funded by the PCT at Cadishead Park, Albert Park and Peel Park.

1.3
In November estimates were received from the Council’s partner contractor. Unfortunately these exceeded the budget made available via the PCT.

1.4
On 17th December 2009 confirmation was received from the PCT that in response to community demand a further £30,000 would be made available for the development of an additional Outdoor Gym at Bolton Road Playing Field if the Council could either ensure that through either additional funding or works in kind  the construction of the four Outdoor Gyms could proceed.

1.5
In January 2010 the four Outdoor Gyms were re-designed and formal quotations sought from the Council’s partner contractor.

2.0 Financial
2.1 
In September 2009 the City Treasurer confirmed that a budget of £4800 per annum, has been made available for the maintenance of the original three Outdoor Gyms from the budget for new maintenance costs arising from completed capital schemes. An additional request has been made that a further budget of £1600 be made available for the maintenance of the Outdoor Gym proposed for Bolton Road Playing Fields.

2.2 
A total sum of £194,000 has been made available for the installation of Outdoor Gyms in the 2010/11 approved capital programme “Parks for People.” It is proposed that a sum of £30,000 be allocated from this budget to match the PCT’s total contribution of £100,000 for the development of Outdoor Gyms at Cadishead Park, Albert Park and Peel Park as per the key decision made in September 2009, and the proposed additional Gym at Bolton Road Playing Fields
3.0 Consultation
3.1 This proposal for an additional Outdoor Gym at Bolton Road Playing Field has been made as a direct response to the overwhelming support and demand the PCT have received following extensive consultation with the community
4.0 Conclusion
4.1 The proposal to construct an Outdoor Gym at Bolton Road Playing Fields will increase the opportunities for local people to adopt a healthier lifestyle. With in excess of 23% of local people describing themselves as having a long term, limiting illness and the rapid increase in both adult and childhood obesity the Outdoor Gym will clearly be of benefit to all
