TITLE: Increase of Registration Fees 2011/12 

RECOMMENDATION:  To review and increase fees to services provided by the Registration Service as follows:-

· Priority Service applications – from £5.00 to £11.00.  GM authorities average fee £12.60

· Nationality Checking Service fees – increase by £10.00 .  Fees have not been reviewed since 2008/09, and are in line with other GM authorities.

· £20.00 to £30.00 for child application

· £45.00 to £55.00 for single adult

· £60.00 to £70.00 for joint applicants

· £70.00 to £80.00 for family applications

· Approved Premises fees – no fees increase since 2008/09 and review fees in line with other GM authorities as follows:-

· Mon to Thursday – from £233.50 to £243.50 (GM average £262.50)

· Friday – from £243.50 to £253.50 (GM average £276.50)

· Saturday – from £263.50 to £273.50 (GM average £294.00)

· Sunday/Bank Holiday – from £303.50 to £323.50 (GM average £337.50)

EXECUTIVE SUMMARY: The above fees are none statutory and are set by the Local Authority.  A fees review is undertaken annually, and a full benchmark of the above fees has been completed with the Greater Manchester Authorities to ensure the fees recommended are competitive and realistic for the customers.

The above fees, based on the previous 12 months figures could generate in the region of £37,000 as follows:-

· Priority Service Applications – 2959 applications @ £11.00 = £32549.00

· NCS fees – 250 applicants @ £10.00 increase = £2500.00

· Approved Venues fees – 141 ceremonies @ £10.00 increase = £1410.00
