	EXECUTIVE SUMMARY :

The approval to enter into a contract agreement with PSI which represents the best overall value for the authority and the most cost effective option on behalf of Citywide Services. 

The reasons are to ensure that the service is carried out in accordance with Contractual Standing Orders. The service is essential for the health and safety of employees working within a kitchen environment including Schools Kitchen and Commercial Catering establishments and ensures that an annual service is completed in accordance with health and safety legislation, by qualified persons.  The contract also incorporates maintenance of equipment at an agreed rate.

	DETAILS :  
An advert was placed on the Chest (the north west’s procurement portal) on 16th December 2010 and also in Life in Salford Magazine.  There was 37 expressions of interest requesting a tender pack before the closing date of Friday 4th February 2011.  The documentation included a detailed service specification, qualification questionnaire and a pricing schedule.  
Six tenders was received by the closing date of Friday 4th February 2011.  
Evaluation of all submissions was undertaken by a panel consisting of members from Environment (City Wide Services) and Corporate Procurement. The evaluation scoring related to 40% quality based on contract specifics questions and price represented 60%. 
The anticipated value of the contract is £80,000 for 2 years and £120,000 for 3 years.  The pricing schedule requested set prices for the servicing for each school and council property addresses. The service visits are undertaken every year and repairs are carried out as and when required.  The overall spend will depend upon the reliability of the ventilation equipment and the cost of each repair.  It has not exceeded more than the contract value identified. 
Based on the current basic contract prices for the annual services, the new tender proposal on the services at each school and council property identifies a potential saving of £5200.
