1.1
The project is part of Children’s Services Every Child Matters: Primary Capital Programme. The proposals relate to the conversion of a former ground floor classroom into a modern fully operational school kitchen.

Details

An overall capital budget of £246,102 has been agreed for the project. The building element allocation is £214,000 for construction works together with £32,102 for professional fees and other charges totalling £246,102.

Approval is sought to accept a Target Cost submitted by Warden Construction  Limited for the provision of the new kitchen and associated access ramp
2.3
Approval is sought to delegate authority to the Lead Member for Children’s Services to accept this Target Costs insofar on the total amount of all works does not exceed the approved capital limit of £214,000 inclusive of both Phase 1 enabling works (now complete) and Phase 2 (This Application) for construction works in relation to the provision of a new kitchen facility

The reasons are to enable the works to progress as programmed to start on site from 26th October 2009 in order that the majority of the disruptive demolition works can be carried out during the forthcoming October school holiday.
