EXECUTIVE SUMMARY: Progressive deterioration of the original sheet plastic covering has resulted in an unsafe condition with replacement as the only viable option.  It is proposed that an exception be made to contractual standing orders to enable a single quotation for a proprietary flooring product to be accepted.

1.0 BACKGROUND

1.1 Certain original construction features have led to a number of occasions where there has been water ingress to the sports hall floor in particularly heavy downpours. Measures have been taken to alter rainwater pipes, gutter overflows and drainage generally to reduce the likelihood of water ingress in the future.  

1.2 A number of patch repairs have been made to the original worst affected areas of the floor, but the original flooring product is no longer made. The trapped moisture has led to lifting and deformation of the floor over recent months - to the extent that part of the floor is unsafe for use.   

2.0 PROPOSALS

2.1 Replacement of the floor is urgent due to the current restriction on sports hall use.  
2.2 The preferred flooring material for the sports hall is the Granwood “Gransprung” system as made by Granwood Ltd. This type of floor [or the original solid Granwood type] is the material used in all the Council’s other centres.  At Pendlebury Recreation Centre the original sheet plastic floor also failed some years ago and was replace by the current Gransprung floor. The chosen product by Granwood for Eccles Recreation Centre is a moisture resistant type, developed due to this problem being quite common.  There are no other suitable flooring products that will meet the requirements in this case.
2.3 It is proposed that the tender by Granwood Ltd in the sum of £63,854.34 be accepted.  
3.0 FINANCIAL IMPLICATIONS

3.1 There is currently sufficient funding available in the responsive repair element of the Corporate Property Maintenance Repair Budget to cover the £63,854.34 cost of this proposal.   Because of a required 6 to 8 weeks lead-in time the works will in any case be being carried out towards the end of the current financial year and any potential overspend will be able to be managed by, if necessary, carrying the payment over into 2005/06, as a commitment against that year’s Corporate Property Maintenance Budget.


4.0 CONCLUSIONS

4.1
Acceptance of the tender will allow works to proceed and the floor safety problem to be resolved.
