The Community, Health and Social Care Directorate wish to acquire a document management system to meet the requirements of the Electronic Social Care Record (ESCR).  This document management system is essential to running the system, which is a clear requirement of the Directorate’s present CPA rating.

2.
The Directorate invited two firms who currently carry out similar work for the City Council to provide submissions as to their ability to provide the document management system, with associated costs.  Use of either of these firms would link with other work currently being carried out by them for the City Council, with a subsequent saving in time and expense.

3.
The submissions have now been received and need to be agreed as quotations to enable them to be evaluated and ensure Best Value for the City Council.  It is essential that the evaluation and subsequent acceptance of a quotation takes place as quickly as possible as the new system needs to be provided to a tight timescale.  The estimated cost for the purchase and installation of the system is between £70,000 and £130,000
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
