TITLE : ICT Infrastructure Investment for Schools Data Backup and Archive

RECOMMENDATIONS :

It is recommended that the loaned equipment currently being used to backup the schools data together with additional archiving capacity is purchased immediately funded from the remaining funds in 2008/09 in the sum of £95,000 and funded from leasing or unsupported borrowing as determined by the City Treasurer

That as this is an upgrade to existing equipment purchased under the previously approved Project Serve, standing orders to be waived and that the council’s existing suppliers; Dell and EMC be used. 


EXECUTIVE SUMMARY :

In light of the changed timescales for the BSF managed service contract from September 2009 to September 2010, investment is required in additional data storage capacity to continue to deliver ICT infrastructure services to Salford Schools for the protection of data stored on their servers until the BSF managed ICT service is in place. This will involve  use of funds originally planned to be given up as savings in 2009/10  

The cost of acquiring the necessary additional storage will be £95,000. This can be leased or unsupported borrowing used over 5 years at a revenue cost of approximately £20,000 pa. This can be met from the existing revenue budget

However it is anticipated that savings can be made in 2009-10, the level of which being dependent on the final approved BSF provider, the role of ICT services and the take up of Primary Schools to join the managed service.  

A further report will be presented to lead member briefing accordingly during 2009, outlining the savings and investments for the following years in line with the five year managed service contract from September 2010.

The additional capacity purchased will be reusable by the Council in the future whatever the final outcome of the BSF managed service contract
