CENTENARY BRIDGE BARRIER PROTECTION SCHEME
RECOMMENDATION:

The Strategic Director for Sustainable Regeneration is recommended to accept the quotation from Urban Vision Partnership Ltd (Highway Services) in the sum of £26,200.79 and authorise the expenditure of £7,895.00 for Urban Vision Fees for the design and installation of the proposed Centenary Bridge Barrier Protection. The measures are to include the installation of high containment kerbs and pedestrian guardrails required to protect the barriers and signals that are used to control the traffic when the bridge is being operated. 
EXECUTIVE SUMMARY:

The purpose of this report is to seek authority to accept the quotation from Urban Vision Partnership Ltd to install high containment kerbs and pedestrian guardrail required to protect the barriers and signals that are used to control the traffic when the bridge is being operated. Drawing number HP12590/01 provides details of the proposals. The cost of repair of these automatic barriers is very high and these measures will provide a cost effective method of reducing future vehicle impact damage and associated repair costs.

	At the meeting of the Lead Member on 15th September 2009, approval was given to the proposed programme of Transport Capital Expenditure for 2009/2010

Included in the programme is an allocation for Centenary Bridge.
The operating barriers and signals are frequently damaged in road traffic accidents. This often results in the need for the installation of temporary traffic management measures every time the bridge is raised. This can sometimes require daily attendance of a traffic management team for several weeks whilst specialist parts are procured.

EQUALITY IMPACT ASSESSMENT AND IMPLICATIONS:-

ASSESSMENT OF RISK: Low
The operating barriers and signals for Centenary Bridge have, on a regular basis, historically suffered from impact damage as a consequence of road traffic accidents. When the automatic barriers are damaged it can take several weeks to procure the damaged parts, which can prove to be a time consuming and costly exercise. As a consequence temporary traffic management has to be put in place every time the bridge needs to be raised, which can be several times a day. The proposed installation of the high containment kerbs is a relatively simple and safe construction activity which will in the future reduce the need for traffic management thereby minimising the risk to drivers and council operatives.

SOURCE OF FUNDING:  
The scheme is to be funded from the 2009/2010 Block 3 Transport Capital Programme.

This cost includes measured works and UV fees for design and site supervision.
