1.0 BACKGROUND

1.1
Under New Deal for Schools Condition and Modernisation Fund, money has been awarded to replace the defective slate roof covering to the main school.

1.2
The slate pitched roof to the school was identified within the Asset Management Condition Survey as being in a poor condition and requiring re-placing.

1.3
A specification has been prepared to re-roof the existing pitched roofs with new slates. Other associated works include repointing all chimney stacks, renewal of valley gutters and box gutters, re-felting dormer roofs, upgrading the insulation to comply with Part L of the Building Regulations, installation of a lightning conductor and replacement of all rainwater goods.
