1.0 BACKGROUND

1.1 Lead Member approved the Block 3 Transport Capital Programme 2005/06 on the 4th April 2005.

1.2 Included within that Programme is an allocation for the resurfacing of the A5186 Langworthy Road from Liverpool Street to Eccles New Road.

1.3 The resurfacing has been identified from the results of the principal route condition surveys.

2.0 DETAILS
2.1 The scheme comprises;

· Resurfacing of Langworthy Road from Greenland Street to White Street 

· Resurfacing of Liverpool Street for approximately 50m at each side of the junction with Langworthy Road

· Reconstruction of footways with bituminous materials (except for the area fronting the Cornerstone Community Centre where repairs are to be made to the flagged surface)

· Replacement of pedestrian guardrail

· Replacement of traffic signs and lines

· Replacement of street lighting columns

3.0 FINANCIAL IMPLICATION

3.1 Urban Vision (Highway Services) have provided a target sum for the cost of the works of £247,255.63. Highway Services have provided documentation to indicate that the rates submitted are comparable with those submitted on previous schemes for which competitive tenders were received.
3.2 The overall cost of the scheme is summarised as follows
