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APPENDICES TO COMMUNITY ACTION PLAN
Members will recall that we have two appendices to the current Community Action Plan:

· Schemes for consideration against the devolved Highways budget; and

· Schemes for consideration against S106 monies becoming available.

Committee asked that these be brought to meetings on a regular basis for updating.

The two appendices are below.  Possible schemes to add to the Highways list are:

· Making Kennedy Road one-way along its total length.

· Redesigning access to Daisy Bank Road (£70,000+)

· Erection of safety railings along Smyrna Street

· Works in the ROC area.

These and other schemes can be included in the lists with Committee approval.

SCHEMES FOR  CONSIDERATION AGAINST THE DEVOLVED HIGHWAYS BUDGET 2007/2008

(updated 9/1/07)

· Improve safety at Lancaster / Oxford / Russell junction (estimated £30,000)

· improve safety at Lancaster / Swinton Park / Welwyn junction (estimated £120,000)

· reduce speeds on Doveleys / Manor / Lullington (estimate £200,000)

· reduce speed on Tootal Drive between Eccles Old Road and Edward Ave (in hand)

· re-design parking at Bolton Road shops to improve safety (estimated £10,000)

· re-design parking at Hope village shops to improve safety (estimated £10,000 but possible changes associated with hope hospital development).

· improve crossings outside Hope High school (in hand)

· reduce speeds on Dronfield Road around Pendleton College (estimated £100,000)

· replace Gilda Brook subway with a surface crossing (estimated £30,000)

· improve footpath alongside Folly Brook / Oakwood High School (NB this path is in Eccles but used by Hope residents in particular.  Sub –Group would want to explore a joint approach with Eccles Community Committee if this is to proceed). (estimated £10,000)

· introduce speed restrictions on all or parts of Eccles Old Road

· Explore introduction of corner protection at junction of Doveleys Road with Trenant, Longmead and Caldy

· Provide crossing on Weaste Lane outside All Hallows School

· Traffic calm Derby Road from Liverpool Street to Eccles New Road

· Widen junction of Fairhope Ave with Eccles Old road, including left turn lane into EOR.*

· Straighten bend in Fairhope Avenue opposite Selby Drive*

· Create parking bays on Fairhope Avenue*

· Put speed restrictions on Fairhope avenue*

· Put a pedestrian crossing at the Guildford Road / Cholmondeley Road junction to help safe route to Lightoaks School.*

· Repair pavements on Fairhope estate, where they have been damaged by tree roots.*

· Improve street lighting on the Fairhope estate.*

(* = schemes identified by Fairhope Residents.  Their top priorities are straightening Fairhope Avenue and improved lighting).
