The Salford Senior Transport Group

If you would like to be part of consultations about making positive changes to transport services which affect older people within Salford we would like to invite a couple of your group members to our meetings. This will ensure that you will have your say about concerns, and receive feedback to your group in the future.
The Salford Senior Transport Group was formed due to actions outlined in the Salford Wellbeing Development Action plan directed by the Link Age Development Board for older people in Salford (now the Wellbeing Development Board).
In 2005 more than 150 older citizens were involved in working with professionals from Salford City Council, the National Health Service and the voluntary sector to develop a Strategy for Wellbeing, for people growing older in Salford. Development of this plan has involved older people identifying the things which they think help them to enjoy a good quality of life as they grow older. 

Transport came up as a major issue for older people in many different ways, and has continued to be so since. The group realise there are certain transport issues that can be dealt with at neighbourhood community committees as they affect everyone, but the consultation showed that there was a need for older people to challenge services about issues that especially affect them. Some issues had been dealt with previously at the Salford Forum for Older People (SFOP) but it was felt that the issues were so many that a separate group needed to be formed to deal with them.

· Door to Door Transport / Transport to Hospital
· Safety & the law around electric scooters

· The growing number of accidents on the roads involving older people

· The barriers for older people with dementia and mental health issues using transport
· Providing up to date information around transport for older people in Salford 

These are just a few concerns which were raised last year and will be on the agendas for next years meetings.
