COMMUNITY PRIORITIES

This year, Community Committees have been asked to produce a summary of community priorities, which they would like to see addressed by partners working in Salford.  A pro-forma was provided for Committees to complete. This will replace the longer Community Action Plans.  Community Committee established a sub group to work on this.  The sub group met and produced the pro-forma below.  In doing so, the sub-group were aware that the list should not be so extensive as to be unmanageable and recognised that the existence of the list did not preclude Committee picking up issues as they arose during the year.  The priorities in the pro-forma are ones where sub-group felt that they were aware of a level of community concern.  This inevitably meant that the pro-forma excludes concerns which are not thought to reflect majority views and potentially good ideas which have not necessarily arisen from a significant body of local opinion.

At the time of writing, these new pro-formas will not have been discussed at a Neighbourhood Management meeting but will have been by the time Committee meets.

Subject to feedback from the Neighbourhood Management meeting, Committee is asked to endorse the document below, with or without amendment.

Headlines: 

· Need for more community facilities for recreation, youth and general community use across the area but on the Eccles New Road corridor as a priority.

· Need for improvement to the condition of local highways. 

· Need to reduce the impact of traffic (moving and parked) on the area.

· Need to reduce crime targeted at businesses on Bolton Road.

· Need for development strategies for Eccles New Road and Willows areas. 

· Need to reduce worklessness in Weaste.

· Need to improve health in Weaste.

Background: 

	Opportunities
	Challenges 

	· The wider MediaCityUk area includes part of Weaste and the MediaCity developments are close to the area.

· The proposed relocation of Salford Reds and All Hallows school will leave a large area for redevelopment.

· A Working Neighbourhoods Team will be in place in 2010. 

·  This area has the second highest (out of eight) level of resident satisfaction with the area (Place Survey)

· This area has the highest percentage of people who feel they can influence decisions which affect their area (Big Listening 9)
	· There are limited facilities for youth and community use across the area.

· The funding available for highway maintenance is not sufficient to carry out all necessary work.  

· Crime is still perceived as high although local crime figures are now below the Salford rate. 

· The need to link training and employment opportunities to potential beneficiaries.

· Lack of clarity about local steer on the use of S106 funds.

· Weaste & Seedley has been identified as one of eleven Salford Wards which are hotspots for teenage pregnancy.

	(N.B. priorities identified by Community Committee tally closely with those identified in The Place Survey)

· Activities for young people.

· Road and pavement repairs.

· Street cleanliness.

· Crime.

· Traffic congestion.

· Parks and greenspace.


Specific areas for services to respond to:

· Bring Duncan Mathieson playing fields into use and maintenance.

· Bring the sports area (tennis courts, etc) in Lightoaks Park up to a decent standard.

· Gate the remaining 20+ alleys where residents have requested gating schemes.

· Resolve the future of the former Oakwood School site and maintain the site in the interim.
· Communicate with residents about developments with the former Royal Manchester Children’s Hospital site.

· Install CCTV on Bolton Road.

· Limit the proportion of HMOs in a given area.

· Bring all of Weaste Allotments up to a useable standard.

· Bring Stott Lane playing fields into full use including an element of neighbourhood park use.

· Improve the conditions and facilities at Dolby Park.

· Increase levels of play equipment provision along the Eccles New Road corridor (Kirkham Street and Dolby Park as priorities).

· Address the continuing impact of parked cars associated with Salford Royal hospital, Salford College campuses and Bolton Road; including lengthening the hours of the parking scheme on Meadowgate.

· Improve the condition of the Bolton Road and Eccles Old road shopping parades.
