(2) THAT in consequence of the severe shortage of adult and youth recreational facilities within the Weaste and Seedley Ward that is acknowledged by the Draft Urban Open Space Strategy and the lack of Council owned land, other than Stott Lane Playing Fields, that could be used for such purpose, this Committee believes that it would be inappropriate for Salford City Council to approve the current planning application of the Hospital Trust for continued provision of a 500 space car park for a further five years and six months on the site of Stott Lane Playing Fields.



(3) This Committee has no, in principle, objection to planning consent being granted to the Hospital Trust for the continued use of the 500 space temporary car park on Stott Lane Playing Fields for a limited extended period not exceeding 18 months from the date of expiry of the existing consent on the sole condition that the revenue generated to Salford City Council from 1st October, 2004 being ring fenced by the Council for future use in providing adult and youth recreation facilities on the Stott Lane Playing Field site , subject to the agreement of the Director of Education and Leisure, or failing such agreement, within the Weaste and Seedley ward in locations to be mutually agreed with this Committee.
