URBAN REGENERATION COMPANY (URC) SCHEMES

Committee will recall that the Central Salford URC has made £50,000 available to the Community Committee area for Neighbourhood Environmental Improvements.  Committee undertook a brief prioritisation exercise and improvements to Hope Village shops was the top priority.

Groundwork on behalf of the URC have produced the attached schedule for work to achieve some very short-term environmental improvements.  They are also working on a brief for a master planning exercise for the shops.  At the time of writing this paper, I do not have the costs for the master planning work but I hope to have this by the time of the Committee meeting.

Depending on the final cost of the Hope Village shops work, there will probably be money left for further works.  The other schemes which were prioritised at the earlier meeting were too expensive for this budget.  Other possible schemes are:

· Completion of one or two alleygating schemes at the Height (referred to by Cllr Ferrer at the last meeting).

· Environmental improvements on Chandos Grove (Cllr Ainsworth can provide more detail)
