1. MINUTES

2. MATTERS ARISING
a) Budget Balance
There was a minor inaccuracy on the financial statement that showed Child Action NorthWest as a commitment for next year which is incorrect. Mick briefly updated the group about the work CANW was delivering in partnership with Fairbridge in the Weaste area. 
There was £19,567 Devolved Budget and £3460 Community Health & Well-being Fund remaining unspent.

· Note 1. Four of the five members of Budget Group felt the proposed work, which would only gate one end of the grounds would be an ineffective measure. Two members also thought that the management companies of such blocks of flats / appartments should meet such costs as their members already pay a service charge. 
· Note 2. No quotes for hire of minibus therefore pay on receipt of invoice. Only pay amount stated on the application submitted.  
· Note 3 Budget group felt that as Community Committee had already made a substantial payment (£1839) to the Trust this year, a further payment was not justified for the numbers of local people using the Salfordian.
5. ARBORICULTURAL Work In weaste cemetery 

Weaste Cemetery provides access and cover for people committing burglaries at adjoining business premises.  Arboricultural and grounds maintenance work to make the cemetery less conducive to such activity has been costed at £27,000.  Environmental Services had identified £7000 to meet the costs of some of the work this year.  Budget group were asked to consider recommending a contribution.

Recommended:  that Community Committee pay £3500 towards this work. 
6. OFF ROAD BIKE SIGNS
Several Community Committees were considering purchasing signs warning against use of off-road motorbikes. Where such signs are in place, police can seize vehicles without first issuing a verbal warning.  If several Committees place a joint order, the unit cost should be reduced. The precise cost will depend on the size of the order.

Recommended: that 10 signs should be purchased which will cost approximately £1000 - £1500
