Summary of key changes
This is only a summary of the proposed changes to the draft plan. For full details you need to see the Revised Deposit Draft Replacement Plan. 

General
The draft UDP has been changed to incorporate what is usually referred to as the "sequential approach" to development (policy ST11). In practice, this means that the city's development needs should be met by recycling existing buildings and land that has previously been developed, and that greenfield land should only be used for development purposes as a last resort or in very specific circumstances. This has necessitated some changes in the UDP's strategic polices and also changes to some specific development allocations. 

Housing
Three housing allocations have been removed:

1. Chaseley Field and Observatory, Chaseley Road, Claremont (1.3ha) (policy H9/9). 

2. Burgess Farm, Walkden South (18.0ha) (policy H9/21). 

3. Land at Oakley Street, Weaste and Seedley (0.7ha) (policy H9/23).

Twelve new housing allocations have been added:

1. Land north of Cumberland Street and east of Wheaters Terrace, Blackfriars (1.6a) (policy H9/25). 

2. Land west of Lower Broughton Road, Blackfriars (0.7ha) (policy H9/26). 

3. Former Hanover Court, Bury New Road, Broughton (0.6ha) (policy H9/27). 

4. Newbury Place, Bury New Road, Broughton (0.6ha) (policy H9/28). 

5. Former oil storage depot, west of Hayes Road, Cadishead (4.7ha) (policy H9/29). 

6. Land south of Liverpool Road, Cadishead (7.6ha) (policy H9/30). 

7. Land at Colesbourne Close, Little Hulton (0.4ha) (policy H9/31). 

8. Land at Ordsall Drive, Ordsall (1.5ha) (policy H9/32). 

9. Car park west of Hospital Road, Pendlebury (0.6ha) (policy H9/33). 

10. Land at Whitehead Street / Hill Top Road, Walkden North (0.6ha) (policy H9/34). 

11. Land at Worsley Road North and Thorpe Street, Walkden North (1.0ha) (policy H9/35). 

12. Former Weaste Bus Depot, Eccles New Road, Weaste and Seedley (1.1ha) (policy H9/36).

Employment
Land south of the A57 at Barton has been identified as a "Regional Investment Site" (policy E1), suitable for any or all of the following:

· A mix of light and general industry, warehouse and distribution, and ancillary offices; 

· A multi-modal (road, rail and water) freight interchange, incorporating a rail link to the Manchester - Newton-le-Willows - Liverpool railway line; and 

· A sports stadium for Salford City Reds with a maximum capacity of 20,000 spectators, and appropriate enabling development (policy R7 has been deleted to reflect this change).

A new policy (E2A) on knowledge capital has been added, which looks to develop a cluster of knowledge-based employment, education-related uses, cultural facilities and other complementary uses, particularly between the University of Salford and other Universities in Manchester.

Two employment allocations have been removed:

1. Trafalgar Street, Blackfriars (0.8ha) (policy E3/1). 

2. Norfolk Street, Walkden North (1.5ha) (policy E3/6).

Two new employment allocations have been added:

1. Land South of Centenary Way, Weaste and Seedley (1.4ha) (policy E3/16). 

2. Land South of Pacific Way, Weaste and Seedley (0.7ha) (policy E3/17).

Retail and leisure development
Some changes have been made to these policies, but the main focus for retail and leisure development remains Salford's town and neighbourhood centres (policy S2). Salford Quays (policy S2A) and Regent Road retail warehouse park (policy S2B) are also identified for specific types of retail and leisure provision.

Education, health and community facilities

Two new policies have been added to guide the provision and improvement of schools and colleges (policy EHC0A) and the redevelopment of redundant education land and buildings (policy EHC0B). 

Policy EHC4 which concerns development at Hope Hospital, has been amended to strengthen the references to design, car parking, and access arrangements.

Accessibility
A route for a new road linking Cadishead Way in Irlam to Manchester Road in Carrington, across the Manchester Ship Canal, has been identified (policy A9/6).

Environmental protection and improvement
The plan's policies on nature conservation have been rewritten to specifically afford protection to sites of international, national and local importance (policies EN7A, EN7B and EN7C), wildlife corridors (policy EN7D) and important species (policy EN7E). 

32 sites of biological importance have been identified on the plan's proposals map.

The Mosslands policy (EN8) has been strengthened to afford greater protection to this important area.

The policy on flood risk has been strengthened (policy EN16) and a new policy added on the River Irwell flood control scheme (policy EN16A). 

Recreation
Existing and proposed strategic recreation routes throughout the city have been identified and shown on the proposals map, as part of the countryside access network (policy R5). 

Development
Policy DEV1 on telecommunications has been amended to clarify the criteria against which proposals for telecommunications development will be assessed.”
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
