56. APOLOGIES FOR ABSENCE

Apologies for absence were submitted on behalf of Councillor Owen and G. Ainsworth, F. Butterworth, J. Gandy, S. Healey, S. Hough and A. Westwood.

57. PRESENTATION - POLICING

Chief Superintendent B. Wroe addressed the Committee in relation to changes in the organisation of policing in Salford, specifically highlighting new arrangements for the provision of policing within the service delivery area.

He provided details of –

· The Salford Development Project

· The aim

· The three project phases

· Phase 1

· Consultation and Research

· Phase 2

· Research and Design

· Phase 3

· Implementation

· What will change 

· What will not change

· Support for the Crime and Disorder Reduction Partnership

He also indicated that the new changes would be more successful if the partnership working between the Police, the Salford City Council, the Primary Care Trust, other partners and most importantly, local people, continued to develop. 

Members raised questions in relation to –

· Police response times

B. Wroe provided details of the current procedures in place in relation to response and indicated that new procedures would be implemented as part of the highlighted reorganisation of policing.

· Location of Police Stations
B. Wroe provided details of the Private Finance Initiative (PFI) schemes being undertaken which would provide three new facilities. New facilities would be built in Eccles, Swinton and Pendleton.

As a result of this, the current site on The Crescent would be vacated, however, contact details for the police would remain the same.

· Specific Issues of Criminal Damage and Response Times
B. Wroe indicated that he would personally investigate this issue and report back to the member involved.

· Continuity of Service
Members requested that as far as possible continuity of officer provision occurred within the new policing areas.

Members also welcomed the information that B. Pell had gained the post of Inspector and S. Monks the post of Sergeant for the area.

· Lightoaks Park
Members raised concerns in relation to Anti-Social Behaviour currently being carried out by young people in and around Lightoaks Park. 

B. Wroe and B. Pell provided details of work currently being undertaken to address the issue.

They also indicated that the issue could not simply be resolved by police action, partnership working would be needed to address the issue.

· Accessibility to new policing facilities
B. Wroe indicated that the new facilities had been designed in compliance with the terms of the Disability Discrimination Act 1995.

· Vehicle Crime

Members provided details of instances where individuals had been driving without a licence, tax or insurance.

B. Wroe asked that information be passed to S. Monks.

The Chairman, on behalf of the Committee, thanked B. Wroe, B. Pell and S. Monks for their attendance at the meeting.
